A YEAR OF SPIRITUALI TY . . .
At RKA, we practice faith. 

Although not all of our students practice the Catholic faith, 
faith formation for everyone is a key RKA priority.  Working 
with our juridic sponsor, St. Joseph Educational Ministries, 
RKA facilitates the spiritual growth of our community by 
providing diverse and invitational ways for all to actively 
participate in prayer forms, liturgy and worship, retreats 
and days of reflection, and service to neighbors. Everyone 
is welcome to participate in a manner that enriches each 
individually and all of us as a community. The campus min-
ister provides leadership for coordinating liturgies, re-
treats, and service work. Student leaders take ownership 
of making the spiritual life of our campus relevant and vi-
brant by planning and carrying out these prayer forms and 
events. 

• The entire RKA school community begins every Tuesday
in a Morning Meeting where they gather for prayer and
celebrations to build community and unity and love for
one another.

• RKA celebrates Mass each month and all students are
required to attend the liturgy.

• Each student is required to complete at least 100 hours
of service as an expression of the love we feel for Jesus
Christ and others. It is hoped that students will continue
a life of service beyond their years at RKA.

• All students must participate in a retreat experience.

• All students participate in UnityLab which, through its
Biblically-based programs, guides participants in taking
the practical steps necessary to walk out Jesus’ com-
mand for His followers to love one another, with mean-
ingful conversations and challenging work to bring about
healing, restoration, and racial reconciliation.



 

GEOGRAPHIC:  Rosati-Kain Academy’s central 
location attracts students from throughout the 
region—our students come from 50 different zip 
codes.   

RELIGIOUS:  64% of our young women came 
from Catholic grade schools; the remainder 
came from public, charter, other Christian, 
other private and international schools. 

ECONOMIC:  22.4% of our students pay full or 
close to full tuition of $13,900; the remainder all 
receive some level of financial aid. 

ETHNIC & RACIAL:  In the 2023-24 school year, 
39% of RKA students were Black, 38% were 
white, 12% were Hispanic, 6% were multiracial, 
and 5% were Asian.

A YEAR OF FINANCIAL SUCCESS . . .
FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 

In October of 2022, Rosati-Kain Academy was formed as a Missouri nonprofit corpo-
ration.  RKA received IRS approval as a 501(c)(3) public charity in May of 2023. From 
October of 2022 until that time, the St. Louis Community Foundation received more 
than $400,000 in donations from RKA supporters on our behalf.  We sincerely thank 
the Community Foundation for this assistance. 

In June 2023, the Community Foundation transferred $200,000 of its RKA contribu-
tions to RKA.  Our $267,684 beginning cash balance on July 1, 2023 was comprised 
of that amount, along with several contributions and tuition payments in June of 2023. 

In June of 2023, the RKA Board of Directors approved an operating budget of $3.3 
million.  Rosati-Kain High School operations transitioned to Rosati-Kain Academy on 
July 1. The charts on these pages show RKA’s revenues and expenses during our 
2023-24 fiscal year pursuant to that budget. Donations and financial aid contributions 
provided by our generous donors accounted for the vast majority of our income during 
our first fiscal year.  We express our most sincere appreciation to our donors for their 
support. Thanks to them, we ended the fiscal year with a cash balance of $327,521. 

On July 1, 2023, RKA’s only assets were the $267,684 in our operating accounts.  In 
August of 2023, RKA was blessed to receive from the Archdiocese a transfer of 
$789,543 in funds that had been held on behalf of Rosati-Kain High School.  Those 
funds were invested with the Palumbo Group at Oppenheimer & Co. Inc. pursuant to 
recommendations from Oppenheimer and approved by the RKA investment commit-
tee. We thank those original endowment donors for their willingness to support the 
new RKA.  Throughout the year, RKA was blessed to receive a new $600,000 endow-
ment from the Monsignor Robert L. McCarthy Charitable Trust and $74,000 from San-
dra Shelley as an addition to her original endowment, bringing RKA’s total original 
investments at Oppenheimer to $1,459,943.  We are extremely grateful to both the 
Archdiocese and those donors for their contributions to our assets.  As permitted by 
the fund restrictions, RKA withdrew $152,486 from its investments and earnings in 
November of 2023 to provide financial aid for our students. On June 30, 2023, 
$1,364,661 remained in RKA’s investment accounts.  

Also during our 23-24 fiscal year, Marie Casey ’75 transferred the donation of her life 
insurance policy to RKA.  On June 30, 2024, that policy had a value of $16,416.   

On June 30, 2024, our cash on hand, the insurance policy and our Oppenheimer in-
vestments totaled $1,708,598.  Our only liability was $1,715 in credit card debt.

FIRST AUCTION . . .  

FIRST 24-HOUR CAMPAIGN . . .  

From Rosati-Kain Academy’s inception in October 2022 through the end of our first full fiscal year on June 30, 2024, nearly 1,700 individual donors 
gave a total of $3.6 million to RKA—53% of those individual donors were alumnae from 1944 through 2024, with all but two years in between not 
represented.  Nearly $500,000 of that amount was donated to the St. Louis Community Foundation on RKA’s behalf before we received our 501(c)(3) 
approval. Of the $3.1 million donated directly to RKA, $1.5 million established or increased RKA’s endowments and $1.6 million was used to support 
RKA’s first year of operations.   

The names of our individual donors, to the best of our knowledge, are listed below in alphabetical order by current last name. Please excuse any 
errors and bring them to our attention.  The names of our nonprofit and business donors follow.  We thank everyone who supported RKA’s first critical 
year of operations.  It would have been impossible to save the school without your support. 

Your generosity makes it possible for Rosati-Kain Academy to survive.
For the 2023-24 school year, 76% of Rosati-Kain students received need-based financial aid.  Had all of our students paid our full $13,900 tuition, we 
would have realized $1,737500 in tuition revenue.  In actuality, we received only $796,383 in tuition paid by our families, or 46% of what full tuition 
would have realized.  Scholarships and financial aid provided by our partners and other donors, together with revenue from our endowments, brought 
our total tuition-related revenue to $1,199,567, or 69% of what full tuition would have realized.  Our donors paid the remaining 31% of the financial 
aid our students received.  Further, the cost to operate the school in 2023-24 was $26,400 per student, significantly more than our $13,900 tuition. 
The generosity of our donors made it possible to fill that gap and operate the school with a $327,000 surplus at year-end.

OUR HISTORY 
 
Rosati-Kain began in 1912 when the Sisters of St. Joseph of Carondelet and the School Sisters of Notre Dame joined forces to form the 
first all-girls high school in St. Louis.  After initially operating in a seminary and then a Lindell Boulevard mansion, the school moved to its 
current facility at 4389 Lindell Boulevard in 1922. The school flourished in educating young women. By the mid-1940s, more than 1,000 
students attended Rosati-Kain in two different shifts. In 1941, a ribbon cutting was held for the new gymnasium east of the main building.    
 
Rosati-Kain was always known for academic excellence and diversity. In 1947, Rosati-Kain became the first all-girls high school in the St. 
Louis area to integrate, years before Brown v. Board of Education became law.  
 
In 2015, following a successful campaign in which RK alumnae contributed nearly $6 million and the Archdiocese loaned the school $2 
million, a ribbon cutting was held for a 12,000 sq. ft. new addition to the school and renovation of 12,500 sq. ft. in the original 1922 building.  
The ceremony revealed a structure ready to be home to a new generation of students and designed to promote current and emerging 
programs supporting new opportunities for the century ahead.  
 
In September 2022, the Archdiocese announced that it would close Rosati-Kain High School. Within days, more than 500 people including 
alumnae, parents and students met to rally behind preserving the school. Alumnae and other supporters formed a new nonprofit corporation 
to fundraise, negotiate a lease with the Archdiocese, and secure Catholic sponsorship by St. Joseph Educational Ministries. On Christmas 
Day 2022, a Post Dispatch’s headline read: “The miracle on Lindell.” Rosati-Kain was staying open.
